Kindergarten Registration and Visitation 2011 - 2012
Beginning school is a very exciting time for youngsters, and for parents, especially for the first child!  To assist parents, the Chase County Schools will conduct a formal kindergarten registration and visitation procedure.  The format is listed below:

Registration is from April 11 – April 21 on any school day.
You may register your child at the Elementary Principal’s Office on any school day between 8:30 AM and 3:30 PM from April 11 – April 21.  

Be sure to bring the following items when you register (if completed):
1. Raised seal state birth certificate (not hospital certificate)
2. Physical Examination documentation (must be done after Feb. 24, 2011)
3. Complete Immunization records (measles, mumps, rubella, poliomyelitis, diphtheria, pertussis, tetanus, varicella and hepatitis B)
4. Completed Varicella (chicken pox) documentation
5. Vision Evaluation Documentation (must be done after Feb. 24, 2011) this is a state law.  Professional Vision Evaluation required.   Our school nurse can NOT administer the exam.
6. Dental Examination (strongly recommended)
7. Lunch money for visitation day, cost $2.05 (EXACT CHANGE PLEASE).
Your child MUST have the above mentioned documentation, completed and on file, in order to attend Chase County Elementary School during the 2011-2012 school year.
Kindergarten Visitation Day – Friday, May 6, 2011 (8:45-2:15)
When you register, you will be given your child’s schedule for visitation day.  Your child will be here the entire school day, including lunch.  The cost for lunch is $2.05.  Please pay that amount when you register. Throughout visitation day, students will participate in learning activities and get to know the kindergarten teachers.  After you drop off your child at 8:45 in the kindergarten rooms (southwest corner of building), Mr. Nathan Vitosh, Elementary Principal, will conduct a brief meeting with all parents in the auditorium.  Please report directly to the auditorium.  The meeting will begin promptly at 8:50 and last approximately 45 minutes.  Items covered will be the kindergarten curriculum, school calendar, our expectations, and activities that your child will encounter during the upcoming year.  Please pick your child up promptly at 2:15.
A mailing has been sent to all parents with students that are listed on the census, and are eligible to attend kindergarten for the upcoming school year.  A child must be 5 years old, on or before October 15, 2011 to be eligible to attend kindergarten for the upcoming school year.  If you know of anyone who has a child that would be eligible to attend kindergarten in the upcoming year, encourage them to contact the school to make sure we have their name on file.  Sometimes all names are not recorded on the census.  Also, if you have a child eligible for kindergarten during the 2011-2012 school year, but decide not to send him/her for some reason; please notify the school at 308-882-4228 as soon as possible.
